The winter fishing has been pretty good when the window of opportunity has lined up
with the weekend. | know there have been good catches of Bluecod and some
decent Terakihi caught for those of us that have ventured out. The groper fishing as
usual has fired for those that know when and where to go, | heard of 1 boat that was
in the water for less than 3 hours and had 2 drops on spot X to achieve the boats
limit....not bad for some eh!

The spearos have been getting amongst the action as well. There have been some
nice butterfish shot and some good sized bugs and a few paua thrown in for good
measure for those that have braved the winter water temperatures.

The few divers I've spoken to that have been out have had some good size crayfish,
however reports are the females are now in berry and should be left alone to nurse
their eggs in peace. I've also heard the scallops are in prime condition for those
lucky enough to get across to the Sounds however be sure to make yourself



fully aware of the MAF regulations with regards to both the scallops and Bluecod
because they are being stringently enforced by the fisheries officers. There was a
case in one of the free fishing papers where an infringement notice was issued
because the scallop quota was taken for a 5 year old who was involved in the
measurement of the landed scallops by dredge, however the MAF officers did not
believe he was old enough to have been actively involved in the process, hopefully
there will be a sensible outcome for all involved.

I look forward to seeing you at the ramp and of those of us lucky enough at the
filleting bench or club over the coming season.
